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ALGAE and PROTIST CULTURES

· OPEN IMMEDIATELY!

· Remove lid from jar and place it lightly over the container to allow aeration, but to retard evaporation and contamination.

· If organisms appear dead or inactive, aerate by forcing air through culture with a clean pipette.

· Use only new or chemically clean pipettes for aerating or removing samples from cultures.

· Do not place cultures in direct sunlight or in situations of extreme heat or cold.

· Examine cultures under a binocular dissecting microscope in order to collect samples which contain numerous specimens.

· Anyone who handles the cultures must wash their hands with soap and water before and after handling protists.

· Students should only work with the cultures when supervised by an adult.

· Do not release these specimens into local environments. If you have leftover samples, you may return them to the LSC.

Amoeba (Chaos) – Paramecium may be added for food
