/Case Specific: Red Wigglers (earthworms) & Isopods

Purpose: Enhance teaching/learning with engaging science materials and live animals      
Goal: Safety for all who handle ESC20 Living Science materials     
General Safety: 

ALWAYS WASH HANDS WITH SOAP AND WATER BEFORE AND AFTER HANDLING ANY ANIMAL OR INSECTS.
Process:

1. Handling: 
· It is best to wear gloves for your safety 
· Note: Latex gloves can cause allergic reactions in some individuals
Resources: Gloves

2. Caring: 
· Red Wigglers ( about 20 to a container) are delivered in 16 oz. paper cup with a small amount of worm bedding
· Red Wigglers may be transferred to a small Kritter Keeper or plastic container (no lid required) 

· Shredded newspaper and/or peat moss may be used for bedding
· Keep bedding moist but not saturated
· The ideal temperature should be between 55 – 77 degrees
3. Disposal:
Red Wigglers will die if they have no moisture or exposed to excessive heat

They may be disposed of by tossing outside in the yard
Return containers to ESC20 Living Science Center
