Case Specific: Mammals


Purpose: Enhance teaching/learning with engaging science materials and live animals      
Goal: Safety for all who handle ESC20 Living Science materials     
General Safety: 

ALWAYS WASH HANDS WITH SOAP AND WATER BEFORE AND AFTER HANDLING ANY ANIMAL OR INSECTS.
Process:

1. Handling: 
· It is best to wear gloves
Note: Latex gloves can cause allergic reactions in some individuals
· Grab by tail if mammal has a tail. While holding by tail place on a flat surface or back of hand. If no tail then grab by the back of neck and while continuing to hold place on flat surface or back of hand.
Resources: Gloves

2. Caring: 
· Appropriate size cage to allow animal to move and easy accessibility to handle.
· Clean, fresh bedding

· Fresh, clean water
· Proper food

3. Disposal:
If pet dies, wrap tightly in a plastic bag and dispose in dumpster.

Resources: Gloves, plastic bag, dumpster
4. Bites or Allergic Reaction:

Bites: Wash affected area with soap and water, apply antibiotic cream

5. Hygiene:
Use gloves for handling.
Wash hands with soap and water before and after handling animals or insects.
