Case Specific: Crickets

Purpose: Enhance teaching/learning with engaging science materials and live animals      
Goal: Safety for all who handle ESC20 Living Science materials     
General Safety: 

ALWAYS WASH HANDS WITH SOAP AND WATER BEFORE AND AFTER HANDLING ANY ANIMAL OR INSECTS.
Process:

1. Handling: 
· It is best to wear gloves for your safety when handling crickets
Note: Latex gloves can cause allergic reactions in some individuals
· Slowly remove lid from container and be careful not to let crickets jump out
Resources: Gloves

2. Caring: 
· Crickets (about 12 to a container) are delivered in a 32 oz. paper cup with a chunk of potato for moisture 
· Crickets may survive longer if transferred to a container with more air circulation like a small Kritter Keeper (with a lid) adding a chunk of potato or carrot for moisture and a couple of pieces of cat or dog food
3. Disposal:
If crickets die, they may be disposed of in the garbage or outside in the yard
Return containers to ESC20 Living Science Center
